While guest starring on THE TRACEY ULLMAN SHOW Tom caught the attention of comedy director Ivan Reitman who cast him in five of his films – GHOSTBUSTERS II (w/ Bill Murray), KINDERGARTEN COP (w/Arnold Schwarzenegger), DAVE (w/ Kevin Kline), BEETHOVEN II (w/ Charles Grodin) and JUNIOR (w/ Danny Devito)  Mr. Dugan’s other feature film and TV credits include THE NAKED GUN (w/ Leslie Nielson), BILL AND TED’S EXCELLENT ADVENTURE (w/ Keanu Reeves) MARKED FOR DEATH (w/ Steven Segal), FRIENDS, BONES, THE PRACTICE and CURB YOUR ENTHUSIASM. Tom’s regional theatre work includes leading roles in THE MAN WHO CAME TO DINNER, AMADEUS, BLACK COFFEE, DUBLIN CAROL, BENT and MISERY. His national tours include ON GOLDEN POND (w/ Jack Klugman), OSCAR TO OSCAR, ROBERT E. LEE – SHADES OF GRAY and NAZI HUNTER – SIMON WIESENTHAL.
