Technical Requirements

Stage (provided by theatre)

· Minimum of 27 feet of depth from apron to traveler x 20 feet of width (playing area)

· Performing area will be front of stage back 27 feet

· White cyclorama upstage
· Strip lights for cyclorama

· Ground row coving strip lights
· Black curtains and legs to be hung stage right and left.
· 7 foot sturdy black metal curtain rod (straight)
· 1 large antique wooden desk
· 1 wooden swivel desk chair
· 3 armless wooden chairs

· 2 wooden end tables

· 1 free standing door with lock- not practical 

· 1 small wicker or wooden wastebasket

· 1 rug, muted floral pattern preferred- approx. 9’ x 11’ 

· 10 large plastic (or real) tropical plants approx. 6 ft.

· 4 small plastic (or real) tropical table plants approx. 2 ft.

Technical Personnel

· One carpenter (deck/fly person)

· One lighting person

· One sound person

Sound:

· 2 CD players (for cross fading pre-show music with show music)

· Two wireless over the ear “musical theatre” body mics (one for the actor, one for back up)

· Apron mics for monitor backstage  
· Two on stage vocal monitors
· One wireless headset for SM for communication to lights and sound

Lighting:

· Lights: See lighting plot (provided by Shades of Gray Productions)

· Light board (cues set by stage manager and entered into board in numerical order by electrician)

Dressing room:

· One air-conditioned, lockable, dressing room with mirror, lights, cloth towels, wash cloth, clothing rack, hangers, table, iron & ironing board, AC power and bathroom 
· Access to phone, fax and copier

· Bottled water, Diet Snapple ice tea, Coke, Diet Coke 
· Deli platter for 4 available backstage both during tech and before performances (Ham, cheese, salami, bread, fruit, veggies, cups, forks, knives, napkins etc.)
Lodging:

· One suite and one double room with two beds in a hotel such as a Hampton Inn, Country Inn & Suites, Holiday Inn or equivalent.  Non-smoking please with complimentary wi-fi and breakfast and with laundry facilities if possible.
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
